Another busy fortnight of sport at Tauranga Intermediate School. In the past fortnight we have had the

7 boys and Daniel Munro placed 10th in the year 8 boys. The event attracted 800 competitors from year 
7 to year 13 and proved to be an amazing experience for all of our competitors and for many their first 
national event.  

Next week our Milo Cup and Milo Shield Cricket Teams will play the next round of the national 
tournament having progressed through to the Waikato and Bay of Plenty qualifiers. We wish both teams 
all the best as it will be a tough day with both teams playing two 20/20 matches. 

Next term the school offers it’s traditional winter sports; hockey, basketball and netball. Trials for these 
teams are near completion and students will be finding out the teams which they have been named in. 
Congratulations to those students who have committed themselves to a winter sport. For many of our 
students this will begin as their build up for the New Zealand Community Trust AIMS GAMES in 
September. This is the highlight of our sporting year with 14 team and individual sports being contested.
